Waiting passively causes us to drift.  Waiting for the next big thing, or the next experience misses the heart of waiting.  God has a purpose in waiting.  When we choose to abandon waiting and do on our own, we miss the opportunity to deepen our dependence on God and we ultimately end up drifting further from Him than where we began.   God calls us to actively wait on Him.  

The Psalmist writes in Psalm 130

I pray to God – my life a prayer – 

and wait for what He’ll say and do.  

My life’s on the line before God, my Lord,

waiting and watching till morning,

waiting and watching till morning.

O Israel, wait and watch for God – 

with God’s arrival comes love, 

with God’s arrival comes generous redemption.

It could be that your waiting is producing nothing good.  No fruit.  That your waiting is only bringing more frustration.   If so, it could be an indicator that what it is that your are waiting for is different than whom it is that you need to be waiting for.   Ultimately it’s God’s person that is our greatest need.  It’s for His purpose that we should be waiting. 

Ask God what it is that He desires for you?  What is He longing to do in you through this period of waiting?  What is He saying?
