ABOUT THIS MINISTRY:

The Albert T. Mills Enrichment Center was founded after Rosa Arnold (Mills) Colbert’s adult son (Albert) was murdered by young men in Atlanta. She was shocked by how callous these young men were and, even in her grief, she felt led to minister to the children from the young men’s neighborhoods.

Their mission is to serve at-risk pre-school children with a Christ-centered, stable environment in which they can learn and play safely.  By giving these children better academic and social skills and Christian grounding, they become better prepared to succeed in school and society, thus avoiding the hopelessness that leads to destructive behavior.

ABOUT THIS MINISTRY:

The Dream Center was founded in the summer of 2003, by Pastor Paul and Patty Palmer. The Dream Center is a church, but also a hub for many ministries.  At the Dream Center, they have found that hands-on ministry is the best way for them to reach the lost for Christ. They are in Atlanta to serve God, whether it is giving hope to the hopeless, love to the hurting, or a hand to those in need.
They, by the grace of God, are able to meet the needs of the people in Atlanta with dozens of different ministries. Some are as large as Adopt-A-Block where volunteers go to over 600 homes every Saturday, and share God with over 1000 people in just a matter of hours. Other ministries are never even seen by the public.

Breakthru House

ABOUT THIS MINISTRY:

Breakthru House is a residential treatment program for women recovering from drug and alcohol addiction. Founded in 1969 as a haven for women, it was the first halfway house for women in Georgia.  Located in Decatur, the campus consists of five houses including recovery houses, an office building, and a staff residence home.

The program is based on the Therapeutic Community Model, the Twelve Steps of Alcoholics Anonymous, and a structured family-style community. Admittance is voluntary, and virtually all of the women have few resources or are homeless. The program is available to all women regardless of their ability to pay. The four-level process includes a requirement that participants, who may stay up to 18 months, develop a stable support system and regular work.

There are many volunteer opportunities available for people in the community to help out at the Breakthru House.

ABOUT THIS MINISTRY: 

Did you know that in the United States, 7,000 tons of medical supplies are discarded each day? Supplies are sent to landfills and incinerators because of production overages, procedural excess and regulatory requirements for unused supplies. At the same time, poor populations all over the world are dying for lack of medical supplies. Since its inception in 1998, MedShare International, in collaboration with American hospitals, has collected and shipped over 400 forty-foot containers of surplus medical supplies and equipment to 87 countries in the economically-developing world. El Salvador, Nigeria, Haiti, Ecuador, Belarus, Cambodia, and Kenya are among the countries benefiting from MedShare's environmental and humanitarian mission.
 
MedShare International's Mission Statement: MedShare International is dedicated to recycling surplus medical supplies and equipment for use by healthcare institutions in developing countries. To achieve this mission, MedShare International collects batch and single-item supplies and equipment that are still valuable, but no longer in demand in the United States due to procedural excess, technological change, regulatory requirements, or production overage. It then distributes them to healthcare facilities in targeted developing countries. MedShare International affords U.S. healthcare providers and suppliers an environmentally and socially responsible alternative to disposal of medical materials, while simultaneously aiming to ensure that one hundred percent of the medical materials it ships are needed and can be used. Their programs serve healthcare facilities in developing countries, regardless of their religious or political affiliations, which provide medical care to the needy.

ABOUT THIS MINISTRY:

MUST is a faith-based organization that for 31 years has been dedicated to providing services to persons in crisis while maintaining the person’s dignity. MUST is a place where one's faith can be put into action and where one can minister to the poor, the brokenhearted, and those who are in crisis - a place where "your deep gladness and the world's deep hunger meet." Fredrick Buechner

No other organization offers the same range of services to help people in need: emergency shelter, transitional housing, meals, groceries, clothing, job readiness and placement, substance abuse counseling, financial assistance, children's programs, community support groups, access to free health care, and access to affordable housing. MUST services are open to everyone – men, women, children, families, disabled persons, mentally ill persons – regardless of income, race, or religious beliefs.

Throughout its history, MUST has created programs that are models for dealing with core problems in our community: recovery from homelessness and substance abuse; job preparedness and placement; housing for mentally ill people; and summer lunches and health programs for latch-key children. With many new programs and services geared to motivating clients to assume more responsibility and independence, MUST is striving to break the cycle of poverty in our community. MUST exist to fill the needs that others can’t. Our programs are created in response to cries for help.

When the lightening flashes and the thunder sounds we look for safety. 

There are hundreds of children and youth facing storms in their lives. They look for a way to escape the abuse, neglect and hopelessness. For those needing a refuge from the storms there is shelter. The Center for Children & Young Adults, Inc. exists to provide shelter from the storm. The Center operates long-term shelter programs, Open Gate and Another Chance, which serve children and youth age’s birth to 17. The third program operated by The Center is a transitional living program, Turning Point, for older adolescents ages 17-21.

The Extension

ABOUT THIS MINISTRY:

The Extension was originally founded to provide a winter shelter for homeless men in Marietta. It was a direct and faith-based reaction to the death of a man who had sought shelter in a school stadium on a particularly cold night. As the shelter grew, its mission quickly became to treat the cause of homelessness and not merely provide a warm place to sleep. The most common cause of homelessness is addiction.

The Extension exists today as a year-round residence and recovery center for men who wish to be freed of their addictions. It is faith-based and offers additional hope to these men and their families by providing shelter, counseling, job assistance, and life skills. It employs 12 steps of recovery and seeks to put Christ at the center of each new life, though no one is ever turned away for religious preference or lack thereof. Residents must remain drug and alcohol free to stay in the program and are expected to work as soon as they are able to do so. The counselors seek to reunite families whenever possible. The Extension is directed by a voluntary board and operates through the generosity of donors, volunteers, occasional grants, and a small, dedicated staff.

· Clerical and administrative duties
