Make It Fun:

God Says

God Says
What You Need: God sign, tape

What you do: Play Simon Says, but call it God Says. Line the children up at one end the room
Stand in front of the children. (Great activity for student leaders to do with the kids.)

What You Say:
“In our Bible Story today, God told Adam and Eve that they couldn’t eat from a certain tree in the garden. 
But did they listen? (allow for responses) No. They didn’t listen. They didn’t follow the directions that God 
gave to them. We are going to play a game where you need to follow God’s directions.”

Tape the “God” sign onto the leader.

“This sign says ‘God’. They will be God during this game. You need to do whatever ‘God’ tells you to do. 
Does everyone understand how to play the game? Great! Let’s play!”

Give the children simple directions, such as: “God says... to touch your head, rub your tummy, clap your 
hands, etc.”
